and Moral in an integrated manner, Task Force — 2 has identified
foll ow ng aspects for inplenentation in a phased manner.

Vocati onal Courses in consultation with ITIs and Pol ytechnics as per
the need of the industry. Introduction of BBA program Prograns on
Yoga, Wellness and Naturopathy, EQ and Art of Living. Introduction
of online Certificate and Di pl ona progranms on soft skills and
Language Proficiencies. Introduction of Interdisciplinary PG+ PhD
Prograns. Establishnent of School / Departnent of Liberal Arts.

Al t hough as per existing curriculum and academ c regul ati ons,
students are having sufficient opportunities for selection of

mul tiinterdisciplinary elective courses offered by various
departnents. Along with the provisions of choosing departnental

el ectives, students are having full freedomto choose courses out of
the Open El ective Courses offered by varied departnents. The

exi sting systempermts students flexibility of choice-based credit
systemfromnultiinterdisciplinary el ective courses. The concept of
Maj or and interdisciplinary mnor specialization is already in place
as per existing academ c ordi nances. Students desirous of opting

i nterdisciplinary mnor specialization have the |iberty to choose
their mnor specialization by earning 20 additional credits. The
nmeasures to decide proficiency of their chosen field is also

avail able for the students. Students have to identify their
proficiency area and can opt of the desired proficiency. In order to
i npl ement the principle of STEM (Sci ence, Technol ogy, Engi neering
and Mat hematics) integration of Humanities and Soci al Sciences have
been worked out and Departnent of Humanities and Social Science is
floating Proficiency Courses fromthe departnment for BTech students.
| mpl ement ati on of Integrated Education Systemis not possible

wi t hout inplenentation of Academ c Bank of Credits (ABC). In order
to provide seam ess facilities of nultiple entry and nultiple
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exit and col | aboration of Universities for switching from one
programto other on the conclusion of 1 st , 2 nd, 3rd &4 th
Year, University has already registered on ABC Portal and students
adm tted during the academ c session 2021 and 2022 have been asked
to register on ABC portal and get their ABCID to facilitate
accunul ati on/redeem ng/transfer of credits as per their choice of
program/ specialization and Academ c Institutions. The provisions
of opting for online courses offered under the Mnistry of Human
Resour ce Devel opnent (IMVHRD) |i ke SWAYAM NPTEL, etc. for added
credits are al so avail able for students to choose courses as per
their area of interest In addition to above, University is heading
towards inplenentation of Curriculumand Credit Franmework for
Under graduat e Programres prepared by Expert Conm ttee and suggested
by University Gants Comm ssion (UGC) vide Public Notice No.

F. No. 1-1/2021(Q P) (CBCS) dated 12 Decenber 2022

17.Academic bank of credits (ABC):

As per National Education Policy 2020, Jaypee University of

i nformati on Technol ogy, Waknaghat has registered with the IVHRD f or
Academi ¢ Bank of Credit and has started its preparation to establish
the virtual nmechanismterned as “Academ c Bank of Credits (ABC)” to
deal with the credits earned by the students of higher education.
The primary role of our university would to facilitate the acadenic
nmobility of students with appropriate freedomto study across the

hi gher education institutions in the country by the inherit

mechani smof “credit transfer”.The university wll shortly apply for
its registration with its nodality on Academ ¢ Bank of Credits for
depositing the earned credits in an authorized way into the
student’s accounts. The university is already follow ng the SWAYAM
NPTEL, V-Lab etc. which are eligible to avail the facilities

provi ded by Academ ¢ Bank of Credit. The nbdel would certainly be in
line with the guidelines recognized by the University Gants

Comm ssion (UGC). The credits earned by the students will carry a
validity of 7 years unless otherw se specified for that particular
course; and upon the end of the validity period these credits wll
expire. The schenme will include all kinds of courses offered by the
uni versity which are recognised by the University Grants Comm ssion
(UG, be it a graduation course, postgraduate course, PhD courses,
certificate courses, etc. This will be in accordance with the
concept of nultiple entry and nultiple exits. The university woul d
ensure to lodge and naintain the integrity of the credits by

mai ntai ning the authenticity and confidentiality of student credits.
The university would al so take care of transparency to build a nore
flexible curriculumdesign and devel opnent.

18.Skill development:
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The inpl enmentation of NEP-2020 has marked a revol utionary shift by
enphasi zing on skill based education. In order to develop the skills
of the students and to enhance the enployability, various
departnental and open el ective/proficiency are being run in the
under graduat e programe. Aaction plan of NEP is to be inplenented in
JUT, it is proposed to start a certificate course (lndustry
Prof essi onal s) and proficiency in Tunnel Engineering this year.

Vari ous new open are planned to be offered this year. A proposal

will be drafted and col |l aboration opportunities will be explored to
establish the | aboratories for 3D machining and printing in com ng
years. A Centre of excellence in robotics and 3D nachines will be
devel oped in the future. MOOC NPTEL courses have been offered to
students and this practice will be continued in the future. Google
neet has been well in practice since the nmandatory online classes
were run at Covid-19 tinme in 2020. The Modl e platform has al so
started in 2022 in parallel to nmanage course content, inportant
announcenents, conducting qui zzes etc. MoU with Coursera / Linkedln
is to be planned by the end of this year. The future plans include:

devel oped in the future. Presently, the students are nmade to perform
virtual |abs pertaining to various |ab courses and this practice
will be continued in comng years as well. Virtual |ab workshops and
training will be organized for both faculty and | ab staff at | east
once in a year. Faculty nenbers will also be engaged in devel opi ng
digital infrastructure for know edge sharing. Blended learning is a
mul t i di mensi onal approach to teaching-learning and the termis given
to the educational practice of conbining digital learning tools with
nore traditional classroomface to face teaching. JU T has all the
required IT literacy, Internet and ICT infrastructure for

i npl enenting bl ended | earning. Sone of the activities are planned in
the com ng years. In the com ng years Project based learning will be
i npl emented. M nor projects in each | aboratory subject have been

i npl emented from odd senester 2022. It is also proposed to give
training to faculty nmenbers regardi ng teaching techni ques once in a
year and industrial visit of students once in a year, to conduct two
webi nar session every senester for any el ective subject with

sel ected advanced topics fromexpert from academ a/lndustry, to
conduct training session/workshops one each senester on
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advance topic of research and to work on devel opi ng open di stance
| earning (ODL) Master degree programme in each departnent in bl ended
node.

O her subjects particularly offered by
Departnent of Humanities and social sciences such as strategic
managenent, human resource nmanagenent and entrepreneurship al so
touch several issues of simlar nature. Wrk pace etiquette, gender
sensitization, woman | eaders, mangers and entrepreneurs, work life
bal ance are integral concepts to such courses. Several contenporary
i ssues and events that through |light on such issues are a part of

cl ass di scussion which helps build a value orientation anongst
students. Additionally, several committees are in place such as
Gender Chanpion C ub, Caste Based Discrimnation Commttee, Internal
conpl ai nt conm ttee which undertake several workshops, sem nars and
webi nars etc on a continuous basis to address and incul cate

val uebased educati on and professional ethics. The induction program
for the incom ng batch also invites speakers and includes activities
that help bring attention to human val ue. Several academ c projects
are undertaken which nean to address community concern and offer

sol utions by use of nodern-day technology that inproves the quality
of life.

20.Focus on Outcome based education (OBE):Focus on Outcome based education (OBE):

The eval uation systemat JUT is structured and transparent in

desi gn. Ordinances, rules and regulation as well as penalties for
unfair neans are available at university website and can be freely
accessed by students. Registrar office help desks, exam nation cel
and faculty nenbers are forthcom ng to gui de students regardi ng
their progress and any examrelated issue. Slow | earners are al so
paid attention too. They can drop sone subjects for the senester at
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a given point of time to I essen their |oad and several

opportunities are provided such as - senester extension in degree
conpl etion, sumer senester and pursing it in the next year as a
backl og subject. The provision of makeup examis al so present in
each senester and schedul e provided in academ c cal endar. The
purpose is to address concerns of students who mi ssed their exam for
any nedi cal or any genuine issue. Simlarly, supplenentary exans are
al so schedul ed to provide students with additional opportunity to
clear the course in a proper frame of tinme itself. The academc

cal endar provides information on the schedul e of exam nations. In a
senester which spreads across 20 weeks general ly several points of
eval uation occur such as — Test 1, Test2 and Test 3, Practical exam
1 and Practical exam 2. Besides, the conponent of I|nternal
assessnent for both theory and practical courses includes several
eval uat ed sessions which are undertaken to continuously nonitor
student performance and provide them opportunities to inprove their
score and performance. A further step is the newy introduced policy
for -One Project (small/large) based evaluation with every | ab
course, 30% 50% Lab Eval uati on through project. Al so, an |Inhouse
Moderati on Committee for question papers is in place to foresee the
gquality of question papers.

education. Using the | atest technol ogy hel ps teachers to realize a
nunmber of inportant goals, including better-involving students in an
active learning environnent. Al so, the involvenent of the | atest
technol ogy in the education sector boost the teaching and | earning
capability and equip the | earner and educator with better skill to
integrate. In today’'s digital world, there is an urgent need to

| earn virtual platforns thoroughly because of the nassive use of
those platfornms in our lives. It also saves our tinme and as well as
noney. For the working professional, it is not easy to take | eave
fromthe office and hence di stance educati on/online education plays
a significant role. To pronote the uses of online teaching, JUT
managenent enphasis on the uses of on-line teaching Platfornms and
tools |i ke SWAYAM DI KSHA, etc as nuch as possible. At present, a
nunber of a platformlike Massive open online courses (MXCs),
Swayam etc. are available for online learning and these are free
online courses available for students to enroll. Online education
affects the way that the [ earning course of a student is nade easier
due to famliarity with the online world. Finding and |l earning from
resources that are not available at hand but from conputer-generated
pl atforns proves to be quite hel pful for a student. Furthernore,
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JUT is planning to develop its own online teaching platform

and also trying to devel op an active MOU with online course provider
| i ke Coursera. The mandate of the university is to create digita
Repositories of course content and di ssenination of the same, in the
sane |line each departnent will send a proposal for content creation
at MOOCS, NPTEL, etc and all faculties will devel op their webpage
and create the content of the subject. Simlarly, the entire
departnment will devel op their own web pages having all the content
(departnental digital library & repository for Research and

devel opnent). University al so working on the fram ng of policy
related to new courses and the devel opnent of the related online
platform To inprove teaching practices JUT is working on the

devel opnent of Al based adaptive learning platformand is inclined
towards project-based | earning. University is very positive to
initiate the open distance |earning (ODL) Master’s degree Programe
i n each Departnent in blended node. At Present, the students are

gi ven exposure to online virtual labs platforns available at IIT
Del hi and 11 T Roorkee and this practice will be continued in the
com ng years as well.
