
BRIEF REPORT ON  FIRST INTERNATIONAL CONFERENCE ON STRUCTURES, 
MATERIAL AND CONSTRUCTION (ICSMC) 2021

international conference on STRUCTURES, MATERIALS and CONSTRUCTION (ICSMC) 

2021 on 12th and 13th November 2021 in online mode.  

ICSMC 2021 began with a vision to provide a unique international platform and 

forum for academicians, researchers, professionals, and students engaged in the 

field of structural design, construction and materials to share their experiences and 

exchange the ideas pertaining to innovations in design and construction practices 

with the use of new materials. The conference played a key role in bridging the 

existing gap between practitioners and academicians in the field structural 

engineering and providing information on innovations in structural design, new 

construction materials, and construction techniques. ICSMC 2021 featured keynote 
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lectures by 10 world renowned speakers and 100 oral papers by various delegates. 

Considering COVID-19 pandemic, participants were given freedom to present their 

talks/presentations related to their research work in online mode. More than 500 

high quality research papers were received for the event which were peer reviewed 

out of which 100 papers were accepted for presentation in ICSMC 2021. Selected 

proceedings of the conference are published by Springer in its Scopus index book 

series called Lecture notes in Civil Engineering in the book entitled “Recent 

Advances in Structural Engineering and Construction Management” which will 

become available in early 2022 

During the Inauguration ceremony of the conference Chief Guest Dr. Kong Kian Hau 

from  Department of Civil and Environmental Engineering, National University of 

Singapore spoke on the urgency to move towards sustainable infrastructure and 

what steps developed nations are taking in this regard. Dignitaries present in the 

inauguration included Vice Chancellor JUIT and Patron ICSMC 2021 Prof. Dr.

Various researchers, academicians, companies, producers, 

constructors, practicing engineers and students from around the globe attended 

the 2-day conference which was also live streamed via YouTube.  

The conference saw various deliberations upon vast range of topics related to the 

Engineering & Construction sector for improving productivity and efficiency of the 

industry as well as research & innovation. Latest research upon structural 

engineering, structural health monitoring, new age digitalization, innovative 
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material technologies, new construction techniques & autonomous equipments, 

utilization of augmented reality, drones, 3D scanning and printing, Building 

Information Modelling (BIM), advanced building materials were some of the topics 

which were covered in the conference. 

 

In brief time of two days, 10 keynote sessions (each of one hour) and 12 technical 

sessions (each of 3 hours) simultaneously were conducted under supervision of 

expert session chairs and moderators. Keynote speakers included Dr. Kong Kian 

Hau from National University of Singapore, Dr. Souradeep Gupta 

from Centre for Sustainable Technologies, Indian Institute of Science (IISC), 

Bangalore, Mr. Arpit Mehta from Department of Atomic Energy (DAE), NPCIL, India, 

Prof. Sandeep Singh from Department of Earth Sciences, IIT Roorkee, India, Prof.

Engineering, IITH, India, Dr. Arunasis Chakrobarty from Department of Civil 

Engineering, IIT Guwahati, India, Mr. Animesh Jain from JCC Infraprojects Pvt. Ltd., 

India and Dr. Geng Guoqing from Department of Civil and Environmental 

Engineering, National University of Singapore who enlightened the participants 

upon various burning aspects in the field of structural engineering, construction 

management and smart materials.
