Please refer to the discussions held in the presentation meetings to Hon'ble Chancellor/ Pro-
Chancellor, Shrl Manoj Gaur Ji on Saturday (25/06/2022), It was decided that the task forces are to
be constituted for all Jaypee Universities (JUs) to implement/ fulfil/ complete all the requirements
by all JUs, as required in the New Education Policy (NEP) 2020. It was observed that little has been
done so far in this respect. So a time bound work under monitored mode has to be carried out by
each JU for its implementation.

Firstly, the base document has to be created by each Jaypee University for each point (mentioned
below at different places) containing as what is the current status of the University w.r.t. NEP -
2020, what are the gaps for each requirement, which are required to be fulfilled within next 5 to 10
years, and how it will be done in a scheduled-phased manner.
